What have you done in the nation?

It’s 
important to maintain a balance between Swedish traditions that native students are familiar with while trying to 
reduce the confusion and scariness international students can feel when living here. I also want to apply this to the 
PQS post itself and leave a position that anyone can easily fall into regardless of where they’re from.

Being a scientist, I know I will be able to bring an organised and problem-solving mindset to the role while not being 
afraid to question in-place systems and try new things. Coming from abroad, I’m not afraid to adapt to new 
environments and can hopefully bring a fresh perspective to the quratel group. Finally as a loyal worker and lover of 
Sydskånska Nation, it’d be my honour to work alongside my Goose family and to use my passion for this nation to 
make an impact in the only place where music really matters.  
